Isaiah 9:6-7, Isaiah 53 — The purpose of the Messiah

Psalm 16 — The power of the Messiah — His resurrection

Psalm 2 — The power of the Messiah — His ascension

Bible Study Reflection Questions

1) The Gospel is prophetically contained within the Hebrew Bible. What does this
tell you about; the character of God, the plan of God and about the Bible itself?

2) What would you say to someone who claims that the Gospel is only a ‘Christian
invention’ and doesn’t come from the ‘Jewish Bible?’ (1 Corinthians 15:3-4).

3) How can we encourage the Church with what we have heard from this video?

4) How do the principals in this video give you more confidence in sharing the Good
News with Jewish people?

5) People don’t like talking about ‘sin’ these days but why do you think it is
important to mention this biblical ‘bad news’ before presenting the biblical ‘good
news?’

6) Why is it important that God came to visit us in the person of Yeshua? (Hebrews
1:1-3).

7) Read John 3:16. Does this include the Jewish people? (See also John 8:31-32.)
